Cancel Genoa # 1140 and 1146
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Picture post card of Lussingrande (today Veli Losinj-Croatia) with austrian 5 Heller stamp, cancelled „LUSSINPICCOLO 11.X.12“, destination Kispest/Budapest Hungary. The Paquebot mark is Genoa # 1140, used 1954-2001. Dovey & Morris describe this forgery in “Paquebot Cancellations of the World and more…” 4.Edition at page 80 as follow:”In 2007 a number of covers and postcards all dated 1901-1913 appeared on an internet site for sale. All of them had modern paquebot cancels for Genoa (H1140, 1143 & H1146) and all have must been added falsely at a much later date, therefore all of these items are forgeries.” The above card was offered as Lot-No. 4549 at the 198. Darabanth Auction on 15.03.2013 with a starting price of ca. 3 US-Dollar. It is not to much for a forgery! But the card was not declared as a forgery in the auction catalogue.
The same mark is used at the card below from the collection of Mr. Stratmann.
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The stamp is cancelled “POLA” date is unreadable and the Paquebot mark was applied a lot of years later.

The next two items were cancelled  by Genoa  # 1146 in use from 1982 till 1989!
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The Austrian stamp is cancelled “ABBAZIA 1913”

and the card below “ALGER  19- 1  29”.
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
