Olehleh, Reykjavik and Louisville
The picture below shows a red band cover cancelled “OLEHLEH  24  10  1898” with a Paquebot  mark.
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This mark was applied many years later and is described in Hoskings 3rd edition of “Paquebot Cancellations of the World” as Reykjavik # 612, dated 1934 and remarked “Almost certainly a fake”. In the 4th edition by Hosking, Dovey and Morris is the forgery confirmed and listed in the chapter “Fake Cancellations”. The word “almost” can be deleted truly!
The same mark is shown at a better colorful scan below.
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The letter was sent from Louisville, Kentucky to Bremen, Germany but the date is unknown.

The Paquebot mark is the same fake as at the Olehleh- and

Reykjavik-Letter.
