Tunis, Tamatave and others from France
The now described forgery is 24 mm long and 3 mm high. In Hosking, Dovey and Morris 4. Edition is it figured at page 271 and described by quote On a postcard posted at Tunis dated 1905. The first known mark at this port is 1951. unquote. You see this card below.
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The same false mark is applied at the next card cancelled by “TAMATAVE / MADAGASCAR” cds. The date is unreadable.
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A third example is a postcard of Iquique with Chilean stamps. This card was cancelled on 18 IV 1909 at Chile and arrived St. Servan, France, on 25-5  09.
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At the next card was a Tax stamp applied when it arrived France. The forger cancelled that mark too – a good evidence for the origin of the forgery.
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The similarity of the four items is the destination France. There was the fake mark applied probably anytime later due to “upgrade” the cards.
